Adaps & Eve Are Templed

Genesis 3:1-21

When God created Adam and Eve, they were perfect and did not have evil or bad
thoughts.

They loved God, they loved each other, and they never did anything wrong.

God promised that if they did not eat the fruit of the Tree of the Knowledge of
Good and Evil, they would never die.

Satan lied to Eve and told her that God had lied to her, and that she could eat the
fruit from the forbidden tree.

Eve did not trust God, but trusted Satan, and she ate from the forbidden tree. Then
Adam also ate from the tree, disobeying God.

After Adam and Eve ate from the tree, they had evil thoughts and they were ashamed
that they were naked. They used leaves to cover themselves.
